When using this product, please follow these steps:

1. Install the steering arm in the center of the applicable mover connection.

2. Choose the appropriate cargo weight according to the mover’s capacity.

3. Place the mover in a place where it's easy to move the cargo onto the mover.

4. Lift and slowly lower the cargo onto the mover. Make sure the cargo stays steadily on the mover
and push the cargo to move the mover.
